ORDER DVT SCAN
 + Education about DVT

 + Start treatment if testing delay

 + Consider test Rx* to pharmacy if late in the day

INITIATE TREATMENT^
 + (Consider) Test Rx to Pharmac to check insurance 

coverage/cost**

 + Real Rx to Pharmacy (offer prescription assistance?

 + Anticoagulation Education

Labs for all patients*:
 + Renal Function
 + CBC
 + Liver Function
 + Baseline INR/PTT

**Test Rx to Assess Out-of-Pocket Costs:
 + Rivaroxaban or Apixaban
 + LMWH — Dabigatran or Edoxaban
 + LMWH — Warfarin

^Treatment Considerations:
 + Use LMWH if patient has active cancer
 + Patients with severe renal dysfunction 

(CrCl<30ml/min) or mechanical valves 
should be treated with adjusted does 
LMWH — Warfarin
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
